Mature entry: MSCE/GCSE/Ordinary Level/Equivalent Full Certificate 

with six credits including English and Mathematics/Upper Level 

Passes or A-Level/IB One A-Level/Upper-Level Pass, Diploma in 

Business or Related Qualifications PLUS a minimum of 2 years’ 

experience.

Attendance will be 

evening classes, one day a week, from 17:00 to 21:00hrs, and the 

course will be available at all our campuses in Blantyre, Lilongwe and 

Mzuzu. Candidates who successfully completes the course and pass 

the examinations will be awarded a certificate in financial 

management.
